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Tokushima’s Treasure: Awa Odori

Tokushima is well known for its Awa Odori (Awa Dance). This dance holds an over 400-year history. It is one of Tokushima’s
traditional arts that is famous domestically and abroad.

Awa Odori Dance festivals are held throughout the prefecture during the month of August. The largest festival is held in
Tokushima City for four days from August 12 to August 15. Every year, over a million people visit from all over Japan and the
world. In recent years, people are able to enjoy Awa Odori before and after summer at various collaborative events.

@Awa Odori “Ren” (Dance Group)
A group that dances Awa Odori is called a ren. There are over 1,000 ren, which includes companies, universities, and
organizations that form a group. Groups that train extensively throughout the year are called Yuumei-ren (Famous Group)

If you would like to dance, join TOPIA's very own Arasowa-ren! We dance every year on
August 14 with a hope for a world that does not fight. Let’'s dance together! (Application
period starts around July). For those who would like to dance on the day of, there is
also the Niwaka-ren which you can join for free without prior reservations.

@Dance Styles
There are two dance styles, the men’s dance and the women’s dance. Both dance styles have the same dance foundation of
alternating the movement of the right arm and right leg, and left arm and left leg in and out.

In the men’s dance, dancers lower their hips, and dance vigorously to the rhythm in a bouncing motion. The men’s dance is
not only comprised of men dancers, but also women and children dancers. On the other hand, the women dance with their
arms raised high, and wear straw hats on their head and geta (Japanese traditional sandal) on their feet. Their synchronized
movements are very elegant.

@Narimono (Instruments) and Zomeki (Rhythm)

The Narimono (instruments) used in Awa Odori include the gong, hand drum, shime-daiko drum, o-daiko drum, yokobue flute,
and shamisen. These instruments are played to the distinct two-rhythm cheerful beat of the Awa Odori which is known as
Zomeki (rhythm). Let’'s dance to the rhythm of the Awa Odori!

“The dancers are fools, the watchers are fools, we are all fools so let’s just dance!”
This means that it is more enjoyable to dance than it is to watch. Enjoy Tokushima’s
fascinating summer to the well-known cheers of “Yattosa! Yatto Yatto!”

Awa Odori in our Daily Lives

Here in Tokushima, our lives are surrounded by Awa Odori everywhere and all the time.

Tokushima Awa Odori Airport \

Tokushima Awa Odori Airport acts as an entrance to Tokushima’s skies. Many people are probably surprised when they hear
Awa Odori incorporated in the airport’'s name.

When walking around Tokushima City, you will find many places that incorporate Awa
Odori into their design. Let’s take a look!

First, in front of JR Tokushima Station you will find Awa Odori on the post box, traffic light post, and on the sidewalk. Awa
Odori is illustrated on the walls of the restroom at Aibahama Park near Shinmachi River. If you walk a little further, you will
find the Shinmachi Bridge and Ryogoku Bridge where additional Awa Odori designs can be found.

Have you visited the Awa Odori Kaikan located at the bottom of Mt. Bizan in Tokushima City? You can watch performances of
Awa Odori there every day. There is a rest stop made in the shape of the iconic straw hat in front of the museum.

The Awa Odori Karakuri (automaton) Clock Tower mentioned in many travel brochures sits in the center of Konyamachi. The
dolls in the clock dance to the rhythm of the Awa Odori song every two hours between 10AM and 8PM. Between 6PM and
8PM, LED lights of seven different colors light up the clock, and the silhouette of the dancers can be seen. Be sure to make a
stop at this clock!



Awa Odori inspired designs can be found all around Tokushima city center. Be sure to
walk around the city while using this map. How many Awa Odori locations will you be
<) L able to spot? You may even be able to find these designs in your town in unexpected

places. Be sure to have a look!

Shikoku 88 Temple Pilgrimage

The Shikoku 88 Temple Pilgrimage is a route that circles the 88 holy places and temples that Kobo Daishi (Kukai), a monk of
Shingon Buddhism, conducted aesthetic training at these locations approximately 1,200 years ago.

Currently, people from all over Japan and the world with a variety of backgrounds come to take part in the pilgrimage. The
purpose of their visit varies from taking a trip of self-discovery, travelling to seek rest and healing; and making prayers for
good health, and success in love, marriage, and the future. The first temple (Ichiban fudasho) of the 88 Temple Pilgrimage,
Ryozeniji Temple, is located in Tokushima’s Oasa Town located in Naruto City. Starting the pilgrimage at Temple No.1 is called
Jun-uchi. After Tokushima, pilgrims will walk for about 50 days for 1,400km through Kochi, Ehime, and Kagawa. More recently
people drive their car or take a bus to visit all the temples, or complete the pilgrimage in parts. Furthermore, completing the
pilgrimage by starting at Temple No.88 and ending at Temple No.1 is called Gyaku-uchi. It is said that a person’s prayers
have a three times greater chance of being answered compared to completing the pilgrimage in Jun-uchi. It is said that Kobo
Daishi is still in a state of enlightenment at the main temple atop Mt. Koya, Okuno-in Temple. Many people visit this temple
after visiting all 88 temples to get their prayers answered, and this act is referred to as Kechi-gan.

There are currently efforts being made towards registering the 88 sacred temples and pilgrimage route as a UNESCO World
Heritage Site.

\ Osettai (Hospitality) \

The local people along the route of the pilgrimage share their kindness to pilgrims by offering food and drinks, and
encouraging them with “You can do it!” “You're doing a great job!”. Therefore, osettai offers physical and emotional support to
pilgrims.

\ Dogyo Ninin
The characters [F]4T7—. A\ (Dogyo Ninin) are written on the straw hats the pilgrims wear. These words are associated to the
belief that even if you are walking alone, Kobo Daishi is with you and protecting you.

Tokushima’s Manhole Art

What is featured in this picture? It's a cover of a manhole. The stylish manhole art has become
popular in Japan and all over the world. Manhole covers are designed with motifs of famous
attractions, foods, and flowers of the town. They are sometimes referred to as “Local Manhole Art”.
Sometimes the main characters of famous Anime series are drawn on these manholes. What type
of manholes will you find in Tokushima?

Naruto City

This manhole is from Naruto City. The famous Onaruto Bridge and whirlpools can be seen on the cover. It is also designed
with sea bream and pears which are specialty products of Naruto City.

\ Kamojima Town, Yoshinogawa City \

This is the manhole of Kamojima Town, which is famous for its Chrysanthemum dolls. Kamojima’s manhole is designed with
chrysanthemum flowers. Chrysanthemums are displayed in the event courtyard of Yoshinogawa City Hall and in front of JR
Kamojima Station every year from the end of October to the end of November.

\ Kawashima Town, Yoshinogawa City \

Kawashima Castle, Kawashima’s town symbol, is pictured on the Kawashima Town manhole. The manhole on the left depicts
images of Mt. Kotsu, fishing for sweet fish, and Sensui Bridge (submerged during floods).

\ Minami Town, Kaifu County \

This is the manhole for Minami Town, a place well-known for sea turtles to lay their eggs. Minami’'s manhole is decorated with
sea turtles. Every year from May to August, the loggerhead turtles come to lay their eggs on the Ohama Coast. You can also




see many turtles at the Turtle Museum “Karetta”.

There are a variety of decorative covers on the street that can be found in addition to
manholes.

\ Wakimachi, Mima County \
These are designed with the illustration of the walls of the Udatsu Townscape.

Udatsu ga agaranai

An Udatsu is a fire resistant wall built between two houses to prevent fires from spreading from one house to another when
a fire occurs. The phrase “Udatsu ga agaranai” derived from the fact that Udatsu are expensive and only the wealthy could
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afford it. This phrase means “Never being able to get ahead.”, “Unable to make any progress despite efforts”.

Naruto City | Fire Hydrant

This is Naruto City’s fire hydrant. It has a picture of a fire engine on it. Children will be excited to see this in their
neighborhood.

Did you enjoy looking at Tokushima’'s manholes? Even if you have never been to a
town, you can find out what is famous in the town just by looking at its manhole art. All
of them have individualistic characteristics, making it fun to just look at. For those who
have not seen street cover art, please be sure to take a look at the street on your way
home today or when you go out tomorrow. You might make a fun little discovery!

Visiting Nagoro’s Village of Dolls

What is a kakashi? Originally they were scarecrow dolls made to look like humans and placed in the middle of fields and
rice fields to protect the rice crop from birds. Do you have kakashi in your home country? If you do, what do they look like?
Actually, there is a place in Tokushima where there are more kakashi than humans. (Nagoro Area, Higashi lya, Miyoshi City:
Located to the west of the Oku-lya Vine Bridges). The village is called “Kakashi no Sato” (Village of Dolls) because this
village of 30 people is home to 180 kakashi throughout the village that look very close to humans.

These kakashi are all made by one local woman. It has been 14 years since she started making kakashi and has made about
400 so far. It became famous because a German international student uploaded a video of the village in 2014. The video
gained 500,000 views and many travelers from around the world visit the village. Be sure to visit if you have the chance. You
might even mistake one of the dolls for a human and greet it by mistake!

Kamikatsu Town: Town of Zero-Waste and Leaves

Zero Waste Town

Kamikatsu Town is located in the depths of the mountains, 1.5 hours away from Tokushima city. Half of its population of 1,600
is made up of elderly and has been the recent center of attention. It is because in 2003, the town made a declaration and are
making efforts to have zero waste from their town by 2020. How many categories is garbage separated into in your area?
Three categories? Five categories? What about in your home country? There are probably many countries where rubbish
is not separated. However, in Kamikatsu Town it is separated and gathered into 45 types, and 13 categories. The most
surprising thing is that over 80% of garbage from the town is recycled.

Kamikatsu Town Zero Waste Declaration

In order to pass down clean air, pure water, and a rich nature to future generations, we resolve to reduce Kamikatsu’s

garbage to zero, and declare Kamikatsu a “Zero Waste Town”.

1) We will do our best to raise people who will not pollute the earth!

2) We will make our best efforts to promote reuse and recycle of waste and rid of the practices of burning and burying
trash.

3) We will work with our friends around the world to improve the environment of our earth!




This declaration has become known all over Japan and around the world. 2,500 people visit Kamikatsu every year to see the
declaration in practice.

\ Town of Leaves \

When visitors from Japan and abroad eat traditional Japanese cuisine, they are surprised and intrigued by its beauty.
Seasonal leaves and flowers, called tsumamono, are embellished on plates around the main dish. Kamikatsu has made
these leaves into a business since 30 years ago.

There are 160 blocks of elderly farmers who utilize computers and cell phones to take orders, then pick and send the leaves
in this town of about 1,600 people. 300 different types of leaves, including Maple and Ginkgo leaves, are sent to restaurants
throughout Japan all year long. The leaves of Tokushima’s Kamikatsu Town make people’s eyes light up, and brings out the
delicious flavors of traditional Japanese cuisine. Tokushima’s beautiful town of Kamikatsu located in the mountains is shining
in the spotlight!

Japan: Land of Earthquakes
Make Preparations to Protect Your Life from an Earthquake

In recent years, there have been large earthquakes, tsunamis, and volcanic eruptions. In Japan alone, numerous large
earthquakes followed the 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake and smaller earthquakes occur occasionally. Due to these
factors, Japan is often referred to as an “Earthquake-Prone Country” because of the frequency of earthquakes. It is said that
there is a 70-80% chance of the The Great Nankai Trough Earthquake (Magnitude 9.1, Intensity 7) occurring in the next 30
years.

In the case that a major earthquake strikes Tokushima, about 75% of buildings would be damaged, and a tsunami would
impact coastal areas. Even places located 10km away from the ocean are not considered safe, as tsunami waves can surge
through rivers. There is also a possibility of landslides, broken roads, and fires. We don’t know when or where an earthquake
will occur. Your neighborhood may even be affected by a tsunami. Find a place to evacuate to when an earthquake or
tsunami hits. Start preparing for natural disasters today.

First, protect your head and body (Hide under a desk. Move away from furniture, windows, and lights)

If you are in your apartment building, do not use the elevator. Use the stairs to escape.

If you are in the elevator, press all of the floor buttons and get off immediately at the next floor that the elevator stops at.
People who live near the ocean or rivers may experience a tsunami. You can be swept away even by knee length waves.




In Tokushima city, tsunami heights may reach 5m, and in Southern Tokushima, heights may reach approximately 10m.
People living near the ocean should run away to the mountains or the third floor or higher of a building.

Do not use a car when escaping. You will be unable to move if traffic becomes congested.

Turn off your breaker before leaving the house during a power outage. Fires often occur when the electricity turns back on.

Have you ever heard of a “yuru-kyara”? Japan has many mascot characters that support each local area. Kumamoto’s
Kumamon, and Ehime’s Bary-san are just a few examples of Japan’s “yuru-kyara”. In this chapter, we will introduce the many
mascot characters in Tokushima that represent famous local specialties (famous places, food, etc.). Each character has its
own characteristics. People can learn a lot about a town just by looking at its mascot character. Additional information about
specific areas can be found in the explanations below. Let’s take a look at Tokushima’s mascot characters!

| TOPPY (TOPIA's mascot) |

Tokushima Prefectural International Exchange Association (TOPIA) was established in 1990. As a way to commemorate
its 10" anniversary, TOPIA's mascot TOPPY was born in 2000. TOPPY is made up of Tokushima’s famous attractions and
products. It gathers information with its antenna and wishes for world peace.

| Sudachi-kun

Tokushima Prefecture’s mascot is Sudachi-kun. This character acted as Tokushima’s mascot at the 1993 East Shikoku
National Sports Festival. Even now, Sudachi-kun travels around Japan to promote Tokushima. Furthermore, its dream is
to tell the whole world about Tokushima. Sudachi-kun really likes making people happy and sprinkles vitamins, its energy
source, with its charming smile.

In 2012, the bright and energetic fairy fish “Tokucy” was born. She promotes Tokushima City’s attractions and is helping with
making the town energetic and fun! Tokucy is a girl who loves Awa Odori and loves to chat.

\ Uzushio-kun and Uzuhime-chan

Uzushio-kun was born in 1996 to commemorate the 50" anniversary of Naruto City. Following this, Uzuhime-chan was born
in 2012 to become Uzushio-kun’s partner. These two characters are working in many places in order to make Naruto City
more vibrant.

Komatsushima is the hometown of Kincho Danuki (Tanuki), from “The Tanuki War of Awa”. It is also said that the famous
strong samurai Yoshitsune Minamoto started marching from Komatsushima before going to a mighty battle. A strong and cute
Kincho Danuki “Komapon” was born by putting together the two images of Kincho Danuki and Yoshitsune Minamoto. He is
working hard to promote the attractions and delicious foods of Komatsushima.

Anan is the most Eastern town of Shikoku, making it the first place in all of Shikoku to see the sun rise. Ananan is a
mysterious character that looks like a flower with a mane of light that was born from a sunflower in the shining town of Anan.
It continues to grow with strength by being fully showered in natural light and new manmade energy.

\ Yoppi and Pippi \

Yoshinogawa City, located at the midstream eastern cliff of the Yoshino River (referred to as the Shikoku Saburo), is famous
for its beautiful Rhododendron weyrichii flower, fireflies, Kankan Musume Corn, and Misato plum liqueur. Yoppii and Pippi
were born as a water spirit and originally represented the former Yoshinogawa Amusement Park. Currently they are working
together to promote Yoshinogawa City’s sightseeing spots and specialty products.

Chozokko is a 13-year-old girl who was born as Katsuura Town’s promotion character for Chozo mikan (Mandarin oranges
stored in a warehouse for a couple of months in order to lessen its acidity and bring out its sweet taste). Her beautiful looks
come from the combination of her large cute anime character like eyes and vitamin color (color of fruits and vegetables).




| Fujikko-chan |
Fujikko-chan is a fairy born from Ishii Town’s flower, the Wisteria. Her special characteristics are the wisteria flowers in her
hair and wings that fly her anywhere. She is loved by everyone, and is working hard as Ishii Town’s beloved character.

\ Yuzu-baachan \

Kito is famous for yuzu. Yuzu-baachan is a spirit that was born from the fragrance of freshly squeezed yuzu. This yuzu spirit
is working hard in the Shikoku mountain range in a mountain village. She is an energetic grandma working hard in the yuzu
fields that always says “lkeru! lkeru!” (It's okay! It's okay!).

Fururun was imagined from the artistic representation of Kaifu River’'s Furu Marathon, and is a spirit of Kaifu River. It was
born on February 22, 2009 during the first marathon. It is Fururun’s dream that people across Japan will know about the Kaifu
River’s Furu Marathon.

Matsushige Kakaricho
Matsushige Kakaricho is a rabbit from the moon who fell in love with Matsushige Town when he was looking upon the earth.
He loves Matsushige Town so much that he accessorizes with the town’s local produce. Matsushige Kakaricho has a relaxed
personality and all he talks about is airplanes. His hobbies include fishing and cooking with Matsushige’s produce.

Ainosuke is kind and laid back, and has large cute eyes. He is the owner of an indigo shop and enjoyably strikes up
conversations with people. Ainosuke is polite and greets everyone with his two hands held in front of him. He loves playing
with children by holding their hand, and playing rock paper scissors. Ainosuke’s job is to promote Aizumi Town'’s indigo dye
and charms of its local products.

Kaki-jii was born and raised in Oyama, Kamiita Town which is famous for its large and sweet persimmons. He used to work

quietly in his persimmon field, but now promotes his hometown of Kamiita Town to all of Japan. Though Kaki-jii is an old man,
he still cheerfully plays an active role in the town.

Rakugo in Easy to Understand Japanese

Born 400 years ago in the Edo Period, Rakugo is one of Japan’s many performing arts. A storyteller tells comedic stories
while playing roles of many characters by changing their voice. Actions and feelings are expressed by using a fan and a hand
towel.

Tokiudon

\ [Characters] Udon shop, customer, a man \

One night, a man stops a vendor of a roadside udon noodle cart, and orders a bowl of udon. The customer is clearly so
impressed with the food. “Mm....This possesses such a pleasing aroma.” Or, “Oh, the soup tastes surprisingly deep and
delicious.” He gives a lot of smooth compliments. The vendor gets a great satisfaction from the pleasant words.

The price of the bowl of udon is 16-mon. When the man finishes eating, he starts to hand one-mon coins to the vendor in
order, indicating rhythmically,“One...two...three...four...five...six...seven...eight...What time is it?” he asks. The vendor
replies, “Nine.” “...Ten....eleven....twelve....” he follows and wangles successfully, paying only 15-mon.

He even gives nasty comments like, “This doesn’t taste very good,” or “I know this, you know, it's very common.” “Don’t you
have any other delicacy?”

Tales of Tokushima
“The Tanuki War of Awa” Komatsushima City

About 150 years ago, when Tokushima was still referred to as “Awa”, there was once a large shop in Higaino (Komatsushima
City, Tokushima Prefecture) named Yamatoya that sold items using cloth colored and designed with indigo. One day,
Moemon, the owner of the shop, saw a group of children hurting a tanuki (raccoon dog) sitting in a tree hollow. “What are
you doing? You’re hurting him! Get away!” he shouted, and came to the tanuki’s rescue. The tanuki that Moemon saved was
Kincho. The kind shop owner decided to allow him to live in his house. After that, Kincho became the guardian angel over
Yamatoya, and a lot of customers started to visit the shop.

One evening, a god appeared when Kincho was sleeping and told him “You must travel in order to become stronger.” When
Kincho told Moemon this, he pleaded with Kincho. “It will be troublesome if our guardian angel leaves. Please don’t go.”
However, Kincho promised him that he would return home and become the guardian angel, then left the house.

After leaving, Kincho and another tanuki named Ohtaka went to Anagannon Castle located in Mt. Tsuda (Tokushima City),
which was the residence of the strongest tanuki in all of Shikoku, Rokuemon. He welcomed them with open arms and said,
“You've come all the way from Komatsushima? | wish you both the best.” Then, the both of them learned all they could and
became increasingly stronger by the day.

Rokuemon had a daughter named Princess Kanoko who fell in love with Kincho. Rokuemon looked favorably upon Kincho
who was growing stronger every day and asked him to become his own son. However, he politely declined “Though | am
grateful for this opportunity, | have already made a promise to return to Komatsushima and become the guardian angel of
Yamatoya. I’'m sorry, | am unable to become your son.”

Rokuemon assumed that because Kincho rejected such a great offer, he must have been plotting to return to Komatsushima,
gather his fellow tanukis, and attack Anagannnon Castle. So, Rokuemon gathered all of his fellow tanuki. “Capture Kincho!”
he ordered. Kincho and Ohtaka ran as fast as they could towards Komatsushima to escape. However, they could not run any
further once they got to the Katsuura River. The river was behind them. “Run ahead of me!” Ohtaka exclaimed, then threw
Kincho to the Katsuura River. Ohtaka fought as hard as he could by himself just so that Kincho would be able to swim and
run far away, but was killed in the end. Kincho was able to run away safely thanks to Ohtaka. Having heard Kincho’s story,
Ohtaka’s son and brothers gathered to seek revenge. Around the same time at Anagannnon Castle, Princess Kanoko cried
and pleaded with her father Rokuemon many times “Tanukis must not fight against each other. Please find a way to stop it.”
However, Rokuemon did not listen to his daughter’s words. Princess Kanoko became sad because her father and the person
she was in love with were fighting, and jumped from a cliff and fell to her death. Rokuemon gathered his fellow tanuki at the
Katsuura River and said “Kincho is at fault for my daughter’s death. Kill Kincho right away!”

With this, the “Awa no Tanuki Gassen” (The Tanuki War of Awa) began. 600 Tanuki gathered in each area of Tsuda and
Komatsushima. The war continued for three days. Kincho finally won against Rokuemon at the CIliff in Tsuda where Princess

Kanoko died at.

Kincho found his way home to Komatsushima with his injured body. After arriving at Yamatoya, he went to Moemon, gave his



thanks for everything, relinquished his energy, and passed away. Moemon strongly believed that Kincho was extraordinary
and gave him the posthumous name of “Kincho the High God”. He made a shrine for Kincho who became a God, and made
offerings of food and gifts. Even now, people visit and pray at Kincho Shrine, located on the foot of Mt.Hinomine.

“The Prophesying Jizo” Kitajima Town, Itano District

Once upon a time in Minamikoda-mura (Kitajima Town, Itano), there was a community that harvested rice in the rice paddies.
However, they were troubled by the nearby flooding from the Yoshino River, Shikoku’s largest river, after large rains. The
people of the village and placed a Jizo (Bodhisattva; a deity that protects people from suffering) on the tall river bank they
made.

One day, it rained from the late afternoon. The village people thought “There is nothing to worry about if it's only raining this
much”, and fell fast asleep after a long day in the rice fields. However, in the middle of the night the rain became violent and
it started to pour. Then, a loud voice followed “The bank broke! We must hurry and run away!” Everyone in the village was
surprised and woke up because of the loud voice. When they looked at the river, the water had already risen to the top of the
bank. “This is horrible, we must hurry and escape!” The people of the village somehow made it to Kourenji Temple located at
higher grounds.

Again, the loud voice could be heard “The bank broke!” Then, the thrashing waters overflowed from the Yoshino River and
swept away newly planted rice crops and flowers, and numerous homes. When this happened, a young boy swam to the
bank, placed the Jizo on his back, and returned to the temple. Everyone was surprised that he carried the large stone Jizo
the same size as him on his back, despite being pulled away by the water. “Why did you carry the Jizo?” the priest of Kourenji
Temple asked. “The Jizo appeared in my dream and told me that the bank will break. If | just left it, such a Jizo would have
been swept away by the waters”, the young boy replied. The priest paused in reflection, then asked the villagers “Who said
that the bank would break, or that it did break?” However, none of the villagers could respond. “I see; it was the Jizo. The
Jizo is the one who told us.” When the people of the village heard this, they expressed their gratefulness to the Jizo from the
bottom of their hearts. The Jizo was named the “Yumezuke-Jizo” (The Prophesying Jizo), and placed carefully in the garden
of Kourenji Temple. Every year, a festival is held at this temple.

“Rice from the Mouth of Kannon” Suketou Honchou, Tokushima City

This story happened from around the time that Tokushima was known as “Awa Province”. In Suketo, there was a temple
called Guseiji Temple. It was very poor, and the wall that surrounded the temple was broken in a few areas. The priest of
Gusseiji only chanted the nenbutsu (a type of prayer) all day long. However, the temple continued to become increasingly poor
because he was only dedicated to chanting the nenbutsu. One day, the young monk of the temple asked “Priest, we don’t
have any rice for breakfast. What shall we do?” “When we run out of rice, there is still potatoes. And if there are no potatoes,
we will not eat anything and chant the nenbutsu.” the priest responded. Many of the young monks left the temple, then finally,
there was only one monk.

His only option was to sell all of the items in the temple that seemed worthy of selling, and buy rice. “The last thing left is the
Kannon statue that you pray to every day. Shall we sell it?” he asked. The priest responded with anger “What type of bad luck
nonsense are you speaking of? If you worship with all your heart, you will see the path. Sit down and pray.”

“That would be too easy. If we could eat rice just by praying.” the monk murmured to himself. Then, he started to chant the
nenbutsu. As they continued to pray “Namuamidabu, Namuamidabu...”, they started to hear a strange sound. “Pitter patter,
pitter patter, pitter patter...” When they opened their eyes, the Kannon figure in front of them began to spit out grains of
rice from its mouth. There were enough shimmering grains of rice to feed the both of them. This became the rumor of the
town and many people came to see this. The offerings to the temple increased, and life at the temple became a little easier.
However, the monk was greedy enough to think that if Kannon could spit out more rice, they could profit even more.

One day as rice started to pour out from the mouth of Kannon as usual, the monk took a red hot metal charcoal chopstick and
put it in the mouth to widen the size. “Let's make your mouth larger so you can spit out more rice.” However, after this Kannon
no longer spit out rice. Guseiji Temple then turned back to its poor state. It is said that the monk was kicked out of the temple
or cursed by Kannon and died. Nobody knows what happened to the monk.

Sau khi nghe Kin-cho va O-taka
hau chuyén, Roku-&-mén da vui vé chao dén va néi “Lan 16i tr Komatsu Shima dén day a. Cé géng 1én nhé”. Hai con cho
gAu tric miét mai hoc hanh va ngay cang tré nén manh hon.

Roku-&-mén cé ¢d con gai dwoc goi la Cong Chiia Kanoko. Cong Chua Kanoko rat quy mén Kin-cho. Roku-é-mén ciing
cadm thay thich mét Kin-cho manh mé nén da ngd |&i ga con gai cho va sé coi Kin-cho nhw con trai ctia minh. Thé nhung Kin-
cho da kinh can t&r chdi “Rat cdm on thinh y cla Ngai nhwng vi t6i da hira sé tré vé Komatsu Shima dé tiép tuc lam than ho
ménh cho ctra hiéu Yamatoya nén tdi khong thé & lai day dé 1am con trai ctia Ngai. Thanh that co 161"

Roku-&-mdn lai nghi MD& nghi ctia minh qua tdt dep ma han tir chdi, liéu cé phai hdn dw tinh tré vé Komatsu Shima tap

hop ddng bon va quay lai tAn cdng lau dai Ana-gan-non hay khong.] Nght nhw thé nén Roku-&-mén da ra lénh cho déng bon



ctia minh “Bét lay Kin-cho”.

Kin-cho va O-taka chay thuc mang vé huéng Komatsu Shima, thoat dugc dén dong séng Katsu-ura thi khéng con dwéng
thoat, trwéc mét 13 dong séng chan ngang. Ngay Iuc d6 O-taka hd I&n “Xin 16i nhé, hay cbé géng chay thoat nhé”, vira néi
O-taka vira ddy manh Kin-cho xubng dong séng Katsu-ura.

D& Kin-cho c6 thé boi thoat than cang xa cang tét ,O-taka mot minh chién dau hét sic minh nhwng O-taka da bi giét. Nho
O-taka, Kin-cho cudi ciing bang moi cach da thoat vé dén Komatsu Shima.

Khi nghe Kin-cho dét nhién tré vé k& lai dAu dudi cau chuyén, con trai va anh em clia O-taka da cung mét lyc lwvong hung
hau ché g4u truc tap hop lai dé di giét ké thu.

Trong IUc dé, tai lau dai Ana-gan-non Céng Chiia Kanoko da nhiéu Ian viva khéc viva ciu xin cha la Roku-&-mén “Cung 1a
ddng loai ché gau tric thi khdng nén chém giét 1an nhau. O’ Tsuda ciing nhw Komatsu Shima sé& cé khong biét bao nhiéu ché
g4u tric mét mang. Lam on hay dirng lai”.

Thé nhwng Roku-&-mén da khéng nghe 1&i con gai minh. Thay canh cha va ngudi minh yéu mén chém giét 1an nhau Coéng
Chua Kanoko quéa budn ba nén da gieo minh xudng tr vach da cao tw van. Roku-&-mén cho réng “Con gai t6i chét di la tai vi
Kin-cho. Hay giét Kin-cho ngay” vi thé da tap hop toan bd ché géu tric & séng Katsu-ura.

Thé Ia cude chién dwoc goi 1a “Tran hdn chién clia chd gau tric Awa” bat dau. O Tsuda va Komatsu Shima méi bén déu
tap hop 600 ché gau trdc. Tran chién kéo dai ba ngay. Sau cling Kin-cho da dudi theo Roku-&-mén dén tan vach da cao cla
Tsuda, noi Cong Chua Kanoko tw sat. Tai day Kin-cho va Roku-&-mén quyét chién véi nhau, Kin-cho chién thang va Roku-é-
mén da nga xudng.

Kin-cho than thé day thwong tich da b&ng moi cach vé dén Komatsu Shima va di dén Yamatoya ciia éng M6-&-mén. Kin-
cho da cam ta on nghta trwédc nay clia 6ng chd, tai day Kin-cho da kiét strc va qua doi.

Ong Mb6-&-mbdn rat &n twong vé cach sbéng cao dep cla Kin-cho nén da dat tén cho Ia “Kin-cho Than Daimyo Thir Nhat”.
Ong xay dén, dang cung thirc an, 18 vat dé the cing Kin-cho nay da tré thanh mot vi than.

Hién nay cling van c6 rat nhidu ngwoi dén viéng tham, chap tay vai lay tai Dén the kin-cho ngay chan ndi Hinomine.

Chuyén ké vé ngay xwa cta thén Minami Koda (thi tran Kitajima, quan Itano). Moi ngudi séng tai thén déu lam rudng trong
lta. Thé nhwng gan do la dong séng Yoshino dang chay, con séng I&n nhét Shikoku, méi khi mwa 16n déu bj tran bd gay
khén khd cho ngwdi dan. Dan trong thén da xay mot ber dé rat cao (bd dé Ia twdng cao bao xung quanh bé séng dwoc l1am
bang dat). Sau d6 moi ngudi da dat twong Ngai Pia Tang trén bd dé va khan nguyén “Lam on phi ho gitr cho bd dé dirng bi
v& dl cho c6 mua Ién” (Bia Tang 1a vi than pht hd, gitp d& nhirng ngwdi gép kho khan).

M6t ngay no, tir chang vang t6i troi bat ddu mwa. Dan trong thén nghi “mua c& thé nay thi khéng dang lo” nén nghi ngoi
va ngl say swra sau mot ngay lam rudng vat va. Thé nhung dén gitra khuya mwa bat ddu ndng hat va tré nén mwa I&n. Ngay
khi d6 tir dau do cé mét giong néi rat I&n vang 1én “Bd dé sé vé day, hdy nhanh chan lanh di”. Giong ndi I&n dén néi moi
nguwoi giat minh thire gidc dirng phat day. Nhin ra con séng moi ngwdi thdy muwe nwdc da dang cao gan bang by dé. “Thé

nay thi nguy qua, hay nhanh chéng lanh di théi”, dan trong thén hodng hét chay lanh nan. Béng cach nao dé moi ngudi trong
thdn da dén dwoc Chua Koren & noi cao rao, khi dé giong néi vang doi lai cat 1&n “Bd dé da vé roi day”.

Nwéc tir dong séng Yoshino &o at tran téi cudn phéng theo toan bd Ita da trd béng trén ddng va rat nhiéu nha ctra. Ngay
lic d6, mot thanh nién d& boi dén be dé, céng twong Ngai Dia Tang trén lwng va quay trd lai chua. Moi ngwdi ngac nhién
vi thanh nién cdng birc twong da to gan béng ban than minh va boi trong dong nwéc chay xiét dén chua. Hoa thwong chua
Koren da hdi thanh nién dé: “Vi sao mang Ngai Dia Tang dén day?” Thanh nién d6 tra 1&i “Ngai Dia Tang da dén va bao
mong cho chuing ta vé viéc by dé va. Néu cir dé& Ngai & do, Ngai Dia Tang sé bi cudn tréi di mat”.

Vi hoa thwong nghi ngoi chéc lat va héi dan trong thén: “Ai da néi ‘bor dé sé v&’ sau do |a ‘b dé da vé'?”. Thé nhung thue
té 14 da khong cé ai néi nhivng cau do.

[QUAN AM NHA GAO | SUKETO HONCHO, THANH PHO TOKUSHIMA

Chuyén ké vé thoi ky Tokushima van con dwoc goi la “Vwong Quéc Awa”. Cé mot ngdi chuia tén 1a chua Guzei & tai
Suketo. Chuia rat nghéo, hang rao bao quanh chiia da bi gdy nhiéu chd. Nha sw ctia ngdi chua nay suét ngay chi cé tung
kinh niém phat (ciu nguyén). Thé nhwng nha sw qua chd tam tung kinh niém phat ma khoéng lam gi khac nén chua cang
ngay cang nghéo hon.

M6t ngay no, cac chu tiéu da ndi véi nha sw (chu tidu 13 cac tré em dén hoc dao dé sau nay trd thanh nha sw): “Thwa thay,
sang mai sé hét gao, ching ta phai lam sao day?”

“Hét gao thi &n khoai, néu khoai ciing hét thi khong can &n gi ca, chi tung kinh niém phat théi”, nha sw trd I&i. Nghe nhw thé,
khong con cach nao khac cac chu tiéu danh mang hét thdy nhirng dd vat cé gia tri ctia chua di ban va mua gao ve.

Ciing vi 1& d6, rat nhiéu chu tiéu da bd chua ra di, chi con lai mot chi vén cé tinh tham lam & lai chiia. Chu néi véi nha sw “bay
gi®r chi con lai méi Phat Quan Am céi twong ma méi ngay suw thay the cing (cAu nguyén), mang tuong d6 di ban nhé”. Nha
sw ndi gian “Cai gi, &n néi pham thuwong thé ma ciing néi dwoc a. Birng nghi ngoi gi nhidu, c cAu nguyén thi sé& thay con
dwdng minh can di. Chu ciing phai cung béi di”.

Chu tiéu nght “That ngdc nghéch, néu chi cling bai ma cé gao dé &n thi chdng con ai lam lung cuwc nhoc”. Viva nghi tham
trong bung nhw thé cha vira tung kinh.

“Nam M6 A Di BPa Phat, Nam M6 A Di Ba Phat...” Khéng lau sau, khi chd dang cing bai thi nghe nhirng tiéng dong la.
Sa, sa, sa, dop, dop, dop...Ngang nhin Ién chd thdy twong Phat Quan Am trwéc mét minh dang nha gao ra. Nhitng hat gao
sang léng lanh, dw phan cho hai nguwdi &n. Cau chuyén da duwgc ddn dai ra ngoai, rat nhidu ngudi da dén dé& xem. Tién cing
dudng (tién do moi ngudi dang cung khi dén viéng chua) tang 1én nén chua ciing phan nao d& nghéo ting. Mot mét, chu tiéu
tham lam nght bung néu lam cho twong Phat Quan Am nha nhiéu gao hon thi s& cang kiém dwoc nhiéu tién hon.

Ngay no, khi twong Quan Am bt ddu nha gao gidng nhu moi khi thi chu tiéu dut ngay cay gép than da dwoc dbt néng dé
rwc vao miéng twong dé lam cho miéng twong I&n ra thém (cay gép than 1a mét dang diia / cay gép dwoc 1am bang kim loai
duing dé gép than dang chay). Chu néi “Nao, mé miéng I&n ra hon, nha gao ra nhiéu hon nao”.

Thé nhwng ngay sau d6 twong Quan Am nglrng nha gao ra, va chua Gusei tré lai nguyén trang nghéo nan khi xwa. V&
phan chu tidu, c6 ngwdi bao rang chi da bi dudi ra khoi chua, cling cé nguwdi néi chd bi Quan Am trirng phat nén da chét.

Khéng ai biét chinh xac chu tiéu da tré nén nhw thé nao.

Ngay xtra ngay xwa cé mot nguwdi me mu lda sdng cling ngwdi con trai hiéu thdo. Ngwdi con trai hang ngay dan gidy cd dé
ban, kiém tién mua nhirng thr me thich cho me (gidy cé dwoc 1am bdng rom bén tét lai.) Nguwdi me thwdng hay nghi minh
that c6 16 véi con. Mot dém no, mot vi than da dén trong gidc mo va néi véi nguwdi con “O’ trén ndi hién ¢ mét tién nhan.
Hay di dén d6 va cau xin chi¥a lanh mat cho me.” Nguwoi con vui mirng va nghi that 1& may vi minh da cau nguyén than thanh
méi ngay.
Rang sang ngay hém sau, ngudi con mang theo that nhiéu com vat va rdi khdi nha. Vira di dwoc vai bwéc, ngudi con da
gap Vi trudng 1do (nguwdi I&n tudi gidu nhéat trong thon)
“M&i sédng s&m tinh mo, anh di dau thé?” trwdng |50 cét giong hai.
“Con di lén trén nai dé& cau xin tién nhan chiva lanh mat cho me” nguwoi con tra 101,
“0, thé thi tét qua. Ta cé dira con gai lam bénh, chi ndm trén givdng bénh da ba nam nay. Nhan tién anh cé thé héi tién nhan

dum ta nén lam thé nao, dwoc khéng?” trudng 130 wom oi.



“Da dwoc” ngudi con tréd |&i va hwdng vé phia nui tiép tuc Ién dwéng.

Tbi dén anh dwoc cho ngl nhd & nha mét ngudi ndng dan. Cha nha héi anh dang trén dwdng di dau. Khi anh tra 1oi dang di
|&n nui dé& gap tién nhan thi chd nha lién nho va:

“May qua, nha t6i cé ba cay cam da ba ndm rdi khong hé ra qua. Anh cd thé gilp toi hdi tién nhan xem nén lam thé nao
khong?”

Anh nhan 1&i héi gitp. Sang s&m hém sau anh lai quay qua Ién dwdng.

Anh d& vwot qua bao nhiéu ngon nui, bao nhiéu thung liing, nay anh dang & chan mét vach da cao vut, nhin khong thay
chd ndo dé leo I&n. Khi anh dang nhin I&n vach da cheo leo thi cé6 mét con ran to bd dén va hdi anh mubn di dau. Anh bao
réng dang trén dwéng di gdp tién nhan, con ran néi:

“May qué. Dé toi gitp anh lén dinh vach da. Toi da tu hanh ca ngan ndm & séng, & nui, vy ma khéng cach gi toi co thé 1én
troi dwoc. Anh cé thé hdi tién nhan dum téi phai lam sao?”

Anh hira sé& hoi gitp, thé 1a con ran tha cai dudi dai ngoang xudng chan vach da. Khi anh nam lay dudi rén thi dot nhién anh
dwoc nhac bong 1én trén vach da. Anh lai vieot qua bao nhiéu ngon nui, bao nhiéu thung Iing, cudi cting anh da dén dwoc
nha cda tién nhan. “Tai 14 nguwdi sbng dudi chan nui, do cé viéc mong dwoc day bdo nén da dén day. Lam on hay chi day
cho” anh m& 1&i nhd cay. “Chi bao cho cling dwgc nhung chi ba diéu théi nhé” tién nhan néi. Anh nghi ngoi “minh can hoi
dén bbn diéu, nhwng théi, civ hdi nhirng diéu moi ngwdi nhd va minh trwdc da”.

Tién nhan day réng ddi véi cd con gai trwdng 150, hay cho cd gdp mét thanh nién va cwdi ga (lam chdng) cho c6 thi co
s& khoi bénh ngay. Déi véi may cay cam cla nha néng no, phia dwéi ré cay cé chén ‘thung ngan lueng’ (thung dung rat
nhiéu tién vang trong d6) néu dao cac thung tién Ién, chat doc cla vang khong con niva thi cay sé ra qua. Béi véi con ran to,
trong dau rdn c6 mot qua cau da, néu lay qua cau ra thi didu mong wéc sé dat thanh. Anh lay ta tién nhan nhiéu 1an va lap
tirc xubng nui.

Trwdc tién khi anh truyén lai 11 chi day clia tién nhan cho ran thi rdn da nho anh 1y cay dao & dudi minh ra, ct lay khéi u
trén dau minh. Nguwoi con trai da lam theo, cét v& khdi u trén dau rén, sau do tho tay vao trong khédi u, qua nhién trong do co
mot qua cdu mau trang. Con ran da dwa anh xubng vach da va téang anh cay dao cuing qua cau trang. T trén tréi may den
sa xubng, con rén to da 1&n nhi*ng cum may va bo 1&n troi.

Tiép theo anh d& ndi véi ngudi ndng dan vé viéc nén dao ré clia may cay cam. Ngay hdm sau, khi moi ngudi dao ré cta
ba cay cam thi ba ‘thiing ngan lwong’ d& hién ra. Nguwdi néng dan vé cung vui swéng, biéu ngwdi con trai mot thung tién
vang.

Sau cling anh di dé&n nha cla vi trudng Ido trong thon. Anh truyén 16i lai rdng “Déi véi bénh tinh clia tiéu thw, néu ga tiéu thw
cho nguwdi thanh nién ma Ian dau tién tidu thw gap mat thi bénh tinh sé khai.” Ngay khi d6, ngudi con gai sut bay lau nay
nam trén giwdng bénh & phong bén canh mé clra bwdc ra va thilé:

“Anh da vi chuyén cla t6i ma cwc nhoc, that cdm on anh qua”. Khi néi nhirng I&i d6 c6 da ngwéc nhin va dbi dién véi ngudi
con trai.That dang kinh ngac, ngay lap t&c cd trong rat khde manh co thé di lai dworc.

Trwdng 140 chirng kién tinh canh d6 vé cling sung swéng va néi: “Ngwdi thanh nién ma con gai ta 1an dau g&p mét chinh 1a
anh d6. Con ta cling da khai bénh, anh hay 1am con ré ta nhé.”

Thé nhwng nguwoi con trai tra 1o “Néu con chdp nhan nhw thé thi con cé 16i v&i ngwdi me mu 1d6a cia con Idm. Con van
chwa thé Idam cho mong wéc clia me con tré thanh hién thwe”, va anh céo tir ra vé.

“Me o1, khi con dang trén dwéng di 1&n ni thi d& c¢é ba ngudi nhe con hdi tién nhan chi day, vi vay con da khéng thé hoi
tién nhan vé caép mét ctia me, con xin 16i me. Con sé di Ién nai dé héi tién nhan mét 1an niva, me rang chd con thém mét thoi
gian nhé”, ngudi con nadi va xin 16i nguwoi me.

Sau d6, anh vira k& cho me nghe vé chuyén di vira rdi, vira cho me s& soang ting vat cla con rén to “con rén to da cho con
nhirng th& nay, day la qua ciu bang da, con day |1a con dao d6 me”. That ngac nhién, khi ngwdi me vira s& vao cac tang vat
thi c&p mét clia ba mé ra sang ngdi. Hai me con 6m cham lay nhau sung swéng. Sau dé ngudi con trai két hdn véi con gai

trwdng 10, moi ngudi séng vui vé, hanh phuc bén nhau tron doi.
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
